Flexfoam Gun 644 is a ready to use, one component
polyurethane foam which is applied using a polyurethane
foam applicator gun.

Flexfoam Gun 644 is designed to have a low curing
pressure as well as moderate expansion characteristics in
order to avoid the deformation of building elements.

Applications

A Sealing and filling of holes, gaps, joints, cavities and
penetrations.

A Sealing of window and door frames.

A Sealing the joints between adjacent thermal insulation
and acoustic boards.

A Reducing the impact of thermal bridges.

A Do not leave the cured material exposed to UV
radiation.

A Flexfoam Gun 644 should be applied at ambient
temperatures between 5 to 30°C.

Method of Use
Surface Preparation
Surfaces must be sound, clean, and free of oil and grease.

Dry substrates must be moistened by spraying a small
amount of clean water prior to the application.

Shake Flexfoam Gun 644 well before using (i.e. at least 20
times), then attached the aerosol can onto the applicator
gun by holding the gun handle with one hand, and turn
the can with the other hand. Make sure that the gun is
not pointed at other persons when turning it. Turn the
can upside down and start the application.

The discharge rate can be controlled by controlling the
pressure on the trigger of the gun. When applying foam
in layers moisten slightly between each layer.

Cleaning
Clean tools and equipment with acetone before the foam

has completely cured. After curing, Flexfoam Gun 644
shall be cleaned mechanically.

Flexfoam Gun 644 is available in 640 ml aerosol can.

Storage

Flexfoam Gun 644 has a shelf life of 12 months from the
date of manufacturing if stored in unopened packaging in
a cool and dry place at +5°C to +30 °C away from direct
sunlight, snow and rain.

If these conditions are exceeded, DCP Technical
Department should be contacted for advice.
